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Sermon Notes 9-18-2011

Take IT OFF ROAD...
FORGIVENESS
Slaying Your Anger…Ephesians 4:31-32

1. Indentify who you are angry with.
Who do you hope to never see again?
Who do you find yourself having that imaginary 
conversation with?
Who would you like to pay back if you thought you 
could get away with it?
Who do you secretly desire to see fail?

2. Determine what they owe you.
You know what someone did, but what did they take?  
Until you answer that question you may go 
through the motions of forgiveness, but experience no 
freedom.

General forgiveness does not heal specific hurts!  
Pinpoint what they have taken!

3. Cancel the Debt!
Decide that the offending party does not owe you.  
Just as Christ forgave you, cancelled your debt at the 
Cross, so we must cancel the debt owed us by others.

This may be a quick decision that you make quietly 
in your heart.

But for the daily stuff that is incurred,
Heavenly Father, ______________ has taken 

________________ from me. I have held on to this debt 
long enough.  I choose to cancel this debt.  

_______________ does not owe me anymore.  Just as 
you forgave me, I forgive ____________________.

4. Dismiss the Case…
This is a daily decision not to reopen the case. 
Forgiving does not erase memories!
If we could forgive and forget, this would be easy!
But instead of reopening the case against your 
offender, take the opportunity to restate your 
decision: “He or she does not owe me!”

You memories are not your enemy!  Memories are 
simply memories, what you do with them will 
impact you and your future.  Truly forgiving does 
not always mean truly forgetting.
Your feelings are generally the last thing to come 
around!

I have included the notes in this update and I pray that 
you will work through these steps of forgiveness this week and in the 
days ahead as new opportunities for offense take place.
